We study
education and research methods, families and Households
and crime and deviance - plus a choice from globalisation or
the media.

Each unit explores a different area of society and you'll learn
in detail about the associated sociological theories. The
Education unit explores key perspectives in education over
time, considering aspects such as differences in
achievement, educational policies, pupil identities and sub-
cultures and the impact of the teacher/pupil relationship.
