7. Grammar:
We recommend you practise the following tenses: if you access youtube and type in for example ‘Spanish imperfect tense’ there will be many Tutorials you can follow. Filter them to less than 4 minutes for the better ones!

· perfect
· imperfect
· simple future
· near future
· conditional
· present subjunctive
